	Language of instruction
Language requirements
	English

Students who want to participate in master's courses will need to provide proof of sufficient English language level. For exchange students we will accept a certificate of level B2 of the Common European Framework of Reference. Other certificates that suffice are TOEFL internet-based with a score 90 or more, IELTS 6.5 or more, CPE (all grades), CAE A, B or C+).

Native speakers and students taking their degree programme in English are exempted (be it that visa requirements with regard to language level may apply and cannot be exempted). 

In our small scale system, a good level of English is required for our English taught bachelor's courses as well. However, we don't require formal proof of fluency if a student will take only bachelor's courses.



	Application procedure


	1. A nomination letter or an e-mail from the home university with the name, study period and email address of the student that has been selected to apply for the Exchange Program at the Maastricht Faculty of Law has to be sent to:

2. Information/instructions on the online application will be sent by e-mail to each selected student directly.
3. Student has to apply online.
All required application documents have to be uploaded or have to be sent electronically.
